Duties and responsibilities:

Under the supervision of the Section Chief or his/her designate, the incumbent will be responsible for, but not limited to the following functions:
· Assist in a conducting fire risk assessments of UNAMID office compounds, warehouses and other general purpose areas throughout Darfur;
· Assist in recommending for suitable fire protection, early warning and fire-fighting equipment for UNAMID;
· Ensure the fire protection, early warning and fire-fighting equipment are properly installed and operational at all times;
· Conduct technical evaluation when requested by Procurement Section, of specifications of fire protection, fire-fighting and early warning equipments;
· Assist in establishment of UNAMID mission-wide fire warden system;
· Assist in conducting basic fire prevention and safety awareness training of all staff members of UNAMID throughout Darfur;
· Assist in planning and conducting fire drill;
· Assist in fighting and extinguishing fire outbreaks affecting UNAMID office compounds, assets and other general purpose areas by using the fire fighting truck, hose reels and fire extinguishers;
· Rapidly respond to fire outbreaks and other related emergencies, so as to bring them under successful control and conclusion;
· Assist in performing periodic inspection of all fire extinguishers, early warning devices and all other fire protection equipment to verify their functional status;
· Assist in translating English written fire safety broadcasts into Arabic;
· Translate English to Arabic during fire prevention and safety awareness training to Arabic speaking staff members of UNAMID.
· Assist in performing any other duties as may be assigned by the Supervisor.
Qualifications and Experience:

· Academic Backgrounds: 
  Completion of high school education or equivalent diploma.  Training in fire fighting/fire prevention/fire safety strategies from a Fire Brigade, Fire Training Academy or Fire Protection College.  
· Relevant working experiences:  A minimum of 4 years of progressive fire service duties within a private sector, the national civil defense, or the United Nations system experience is an asset.
· Necessary skills:   Must be physically and mentally fit and willingness to work extra hours.  Possess the ability to prepare and submit reports as required by the Unit. Should operate every equipment that is mounted in the fire-fighting truck;
· Languages:  Excellent knowledge of spoken and written English; and fluency in Arabic.  Knowledge of other languages spoken in the region applied is an asset.
